JOHN LECNER

JOHN LECNER has stepped into the

professional recording arena with his new album
“Past & Present”. Many country music fans may
remember his stint on the famous Rick & Thel
Road-show some years back and he has now
fulfilled his dream of recording several of the hit
songs he is renowned for singing augmented by
worthy self-penned original songs.
