A Small Request from the President to Avoid Having to Reduce the Number
of Songs Back to Two Each

To all Artists,

Just a reminder that when you appear at the Friday Night and Funday sessions, it is your
responsibility to have your chosen band members (if they are not already on stage)
organised before the Artist performing has finished their songs. If you have not practiced
with the band, try and get with them beforehand to work out tempos etc. Have your 3
songs selected for example, a chart sheet pulled up, or have a list with the song
numbers to quickly locate the next song. All books should be opened at the first song as
you walk on stage to avoid having to locate the chord chart required. You should also
be aware of where your name is on the board and who appears before you, and be at
the side of the stage when they start their last song. As soon as the previous Artist has
left the stage, then you should enter and distribute your charts, (DO NOT wait to be
asked). When you have finished and thanked the band PLEASE collect your charts and
leave the stage as quickly and safely as possible to allow the next person to follow. We
are not professionals, but we can still have a smooth flowing show if we all work
together.
